Division of International Studies
Department of International Trade and Commerce
The discipline of International Trade, which refers to the process and activities of commercial transactions between countries, requires basic knowledge about the disciplines close to it, such as economics, business administration, politics, sociology, administration, history, anthropology, geography, etc., in addition to diverse language skills. 
International Trade has the characteristics of a practical discipline for would-be professionals seeking to enhance their working-level knowledge about trade and onsite situations in foreign countries based on English for international trade, international economics/politics/administration/law.

Students of the department may choose from a wide range of disciplines, such as international economics/politics/administration/law, as required by their specific needs. They are also given the opportunity to complete subjects offered by the Department of Area Studies , in order to focus on trade relations with specific areas of the world, in addition to acquiring a working-level proficiency of foreign languages, including English. 

Graduates of the department can get jobs in a variety of fields, i.e., international organizations, trading companies, financial institutions, or NGOs amid the rapid globalization.
Course Descriptions
LAW383 International Transaction Regulations
In this subject, students learn the theories and practices concerning International Business Transactions Law, including its concept, legal growth, the history of its court development, the system of approval and the law of treaties.
BIZ484 International Business Strategy (Prerequisite: International Business)
The globalization of corporate management is a major change the country’s economy is going through. International projects accompanied by capital investment and local production are spreading throughout the domestic industry. In connection with such a background, this course deals with the theories and real cases concerning Korean businesses operating in foreign countries.
BIZ375 International Business (Prerequisites: compulsory subjects)
This subject helps students understand the correlations between corporate managerial decision making and diverse international business environments in the era of globalization. Students also learn the outline of the economic, political and cultural environment that Korean businesses are faced with, along with the management theories, systems and institutions needed for international business management. Finally, they learn about the organizations and strategies of multinationals and their marketing management and investment decisions.

POL171 Introduction to International Relations
In connection with the complicated international relationships between many countries today, where a multidisciplinary approach and understanding based on a given framework of analysis is called for, this course, as a basic subject for international relations, helps students build the foundation for those relevant subjects they might encounter in the future by studying the major ideologies of international relations, diplomacy, international organizations, war/peace, international trade, international currencies, and the conflicts between advanced and developing countries.
ECON342 International Finance
This subject helps students understand the theories and practices of international finance. Students learn the functions and operations of the foreign exchange market, along with the theories on determining exchange rates and the relevant practices, particularly the factors causing sharp changes in exchange rates and the risk factors, in connection with the efficiency of the foreign exchange market. They also study the basic concept of the international balance of account and the process for its coordination. Thus, they build the ability to see how the country shall cope with the rapidly changing world economic situation and what policies it should adopt to achieve financial balance. Simultaneously, they study the theory of international capital movement and the international financial market in connection with the need to understand the speed and process of the opening of the capital market and its impact on the national economy.
POL471 International Organizations
This subject allows students to grasp the changing characteristics of international politics through research on modern-day international organizations and the theories concerning them.
BIZ432 International Marketing (Prerequisites: International Business)
In this era of borderless competition, the country’s businesses regard their insufficient marketing ability as their most serious problem. With the world seemingly condensing, cultural, social or political differences pose a stumbling block to the marketing activities of businesses. This subject helps students to look at businesses’ marketing activities from a wider perspective, infusing them into theories on international management under the circumstances where globalization and economic blocs prevail.
NT342 Introduction to International Laws
This subject is distinguished from “International Laws” taught in the College of Law as follows: basic legal terms are explained in detail. The content of the lectures cover international economy, international environment, and maritime law (which covers international disputes such as that over Dokdo Island), which are areas of interest for non-law majors. In the past, International Laws-I dealt with the basic theories concerning international relations, while what is stated above was dealt in detail in International Laws-II. This subject now deals with the basic theories essential for understanding international law, while the others are dealt with in separate subjects.
INT412 Introduction to the International Capital Market
This subject deals with the following issues to help students gain a general understanding of the international capital market and analyze the essential problems faced by Korea during its foreign exchange crisis: capital liberalization and the foreign exchange crisis, capital movement and the determining of exchange rates, operation of the international capital market, mutual economic dependence and policy collaboration, and the European financial integration and the international monetary system.

POL372 International Political Economy
Inter-country economic activity has emerged as the most important subject in issues concerning international relations in the post-cold war period. Under such circumstances, this course helps students adopt diverse perspectives concerning international politics and the economy, and study the political relationships between countries concerning major issues, such as international trade/finance, foreign debts, the activities of multinational businesses, resources, technological transfer, and the environment. Students also investigate the kinds of conflicts that exist between rich and poor countries, along with the solutions to them. This course also attempts to appraise the impact of the launch of the WTO on international politics and the economy.
LAW384 International Trade Law
This subject reviews the legal norms and cases applied in international trade. Lectures focus on the understanding of WTO-related trade laws and regulations, case analyses, and the analysis of the recently signed Korea-U.S. FTA. Students will also analyze the background of the signing of the bilateral FTAs and the relevant matters in addition to studying cases of trade protectionism and the efforts for linkage between trade and the environment.

INT442 Seminar on International Trade
This subject deals with the methods of research on international trade. Students are made to present their research reports to build their ability for theme analysis and presentation.
INT201 Introduction to International Trade
This subject deals with the general matters and information on international trade, which is one of the most important areas in international relations amid the trend toward globalization.
PBA442 International Public Administration
This course highlights the impact of globalization on administration and its challenges, gets a grasp of the problems of the globalization of administration, and establishes the relevant directions. It also deals with the current status of administration in international organizations, the international cooperative process and the methods of its development.
INT341 International Negotiation
This subject deals with the basic theories, skills and methods of international negotiation, multiparty conferences and “conference diplomacy. Students are encouraged to acquire a better understanding of international negotiations and multiparty diplomacy through analysis and comparison of major cases.
ARE101 Introduction to East Asia
This subject deals with the theories, facts and relevant information on matters concerning Asia, i.e., the region’s geography, history, society, culture, politics and economy.

POL251 American Politics
The subject focuses on a wider understanding of American politics in general, which represents politics in Western democracies. Students are encouraged to understand pluralistic democratic political systems through an analysis of the traditions of American politics, its practices and structure, special interests and policymaking process.

ARE203 Introduction to North America
This subject deals with the theories, facts and relevant information on matters concerning the U.S., i.e., its geography, history, society, culture, politics and economy.

ARE363 Reading on Current English
In this subject, students are encouraged to read and understand current issues related to domestic and international politics, economy, society and culture using diverse on/offline English language materials.

ARE102 Introduction to Europe
This subject deals with the theories, facts and relevant information on matters concerning Europe., i.e., its geography, history, society, culture, politics and economy.

POL254 European Politics
The history of Europe provides an analysis and offers predictions about the present and future of Korea and the EU as a powerful economic bloc. This subject covers the changes in Europe in the post-war period. The major content of the subject includes governmental systems in European countries, changes in their political party systems, launch of welfare states, the New Social Movement, the goal of European integration, and local autonomy in European countries.

INT431 Resources and Environment
Concerning the need for systematic research on factors threatening human lives and the international community, such as pollution, destruction of the ecological system, and shortage of food, water and energy, this subject helps students to grasp the conflict between countries in the relevant matters and the reality of the international cooperation designed to overcome such conflicts. Korea’s position in these matters is also examined.

BIZ251 Organizational Behavior
In this subject, students acquire a basic knowledge about human behavior in a group or an organization as well as organizational management. This module deals with diverse subjects, such as personality and motivation, small group dynamics, communication, decision-making, leadership, organizational structure design, etc.

PBA210 Trade and Industrial Policy
This subject deals with the basic theories behind decisions made on trade and industrial policies and their execution, the role and functions of the government for the growth of businesses and economic development, the objectives of trade and industrial policies, the changes in the policies in each stage of economic development, analysis of inter-country policy cases, the problems concerning jaebeol (or conglomerates), and policy changes in this era of globalization.
This subject also helps students to understand the worldwide trend of globalization and regionalism, check the country’s relations with other countries and international economic organizations (such as WTO) in the establishment and execution of trade and industrial policies, other issues, such as economic integration, and the political implications of trade and the industrial policies implemented by the country’s government.

ARE461 Business English
In this subject, students familiarize themselves with the structure of correspondence used in international trade and collaboration or trade diplomacy, while practicing the drawing up of such correspondences.

ARE354 Overseas Field studies
This subject coaches students planning to attend overseas field studies on systematic and effective methods of field studies. Students learn diverse theories and knowledge, including selection of study subjects, basic knowledge about the area selected as the subject of the study, how to collect data in foreign countries, interview skills, and the ethics of field studies.

BIZ351 Negotiation (Prerequisites: basic subjects)
This course helps students to determine the position of phenomena from the aspect of operational efficiency of an organizational process and to learn ways of distributive and integrative negotiations that can apply such a theory to real situations. It also teaches them how to reach a win-win agreement through simulations, by designating the content of negotiation-related issues, understanding the difference in positions, time limitations, structural rights, etc., as structural parameters.
SOC253 Tourism and Culture
There are sayings such as "Seeing is believing" or "It is better to travel ten thousand miles than to read ten thousand books” that stress the importance of tourism. Tourism is often called a no-smokestack industry and the world’s largest industry. It has secured its place as a very important realm of economic activity and a social phenomenon in modern society.
Amid the trends of globalization, tourism (even overseas tourism) is becoming a very generalized social phenomenon. Agriculture, international conferences, food, medical services, even war or disaster are regarded as tourist attractions. The culture industry has also become an integral part of tourism.
Under such circumstances, those engaged sociologists have recently taken much interest in tourism and are carrying out active research on it. This subject deals with the sociological theories and concepts concerning tourism, such as modernity, identity, genuinity and pilgrimage, etc. Also, the diverse status of tourism throughout the countries of the world is examined, including theme parks, expos, festivals, folk tourism, food, and ecological tourism. Students will have an opportunity to reexamine the country’s tourism industry based on such knowledge.

Department of Area Studies 
Amid the current trend toward globalization there is a need to train experts who are specialized in various parts of the world, particularly “special interest” countries, such as the U.S., China and Japan. In connection with such a need, the department aims to train students as future specialists in the said countries by having them acquire a wide range of knowledge in sectors, such as history, philosophy, politics, economy, society, culture and arts, as well as language.

Students acquire expert knowledge through overseas field study programs, second language proficiency and acculturation courses, overseas internship programs or programs for credit exchanges with foreign universities, in addition to utilizing information technology, including computer/satellite-based learning.

Students can carry out activities as regional experts by completing courses designed to supplement their primary majors. An economics or business major, for example, can complete a China-based course, as a plural major, if they are interested in being engaged in trade with China or finding a job in a Chinese company.

Course Descriptions

ECON492 Japanese Economy
The course presents a historical overview of the development of the Japanese economy and analyzes the factors that contributed to its development. Students study the current status, problems and directions of future development of the Japanese economy, while analyzing the country’s economic policies concerning various sectors.
ARE231 Japanese Modern History
The subject offers an overview of the changes that have occurred in Japanese life, culture and systems in the early modern and modern period. Students familiarize themselves with numerous unique terms and concepts that have appeared throughout Japanese history, along with the characteristics of each era.

ARE333 Japanese Thought and Art
This subject offers an overview of the myths, religious beliefs, philosophy and aesthetics that have dominated Japanese consciousness and lifestyle in the period ranging from ancient times to the early modern period. Students familiarize themselves with the personal and geographical names appearing in the relevant literature and materials and their political, economic, social and cultural relevance.

ARE331 Japanese Society and Culture
This subject offers an overview of the changes that Japanese society has gone through since its modernization. Students are encouraged to study the characteristics of Japanese society and to familiarize themselves with the terms and family system unique to Japan so that they may use the relevant Japanese language literature and materials freely. 

ARE332 Japanese Industry and Enterprise
This subject helps students understand what factors led to Japan’s rapid economic growth and how the system was transformed following the economic crisis. The contents of the lectures include the features of Japan’s corporate management system, such as the seniority system or lifelong employment, relations between the government and businesses, keiretsu, business groups, and long-term transaction practices.

ARE431 Seminar on Japan
In this subject, students study approaches to regional studies and build their abilities for theme analysis and presentation.

JAP101 Japanese-1

This subject helps students build the ability for basic everyday dialogue and reading Japanese language materials.

JAP102 Japanese-2

This is a subject is the next for students who complete Japanese-1.

JAP201 Japanese-3

This subject helps students who have completed Japanese-1 and 2 to enhance their proficiency in Japanese. Half of the mid-term/final test questions are selected from the texts used, and the remaining half from outside of them.

ARE202 Introduction to Japan
Students acquire basic knowledge concerning Japanese politics, economy, society and culture as well as current affairs to apply to more advanced subjects.  
POL253

Concerning the need for systematic research on factors threatening human lives and the international community, such as pollution, destruction of the ecological system, and shortage of food, water and energy, this subject helps students to grasp the conflict between countries in the relevant matters and the reality of the international cooperation designed to overcome such conflicts. Korea’s position in these matters is also examined.

ECON494 Chinese Economy
The course focuses on the development of the Chinese economy in the period between the establishment of the socialist government in 1949 and today, along with an overview of the country’s current economy. The main aim of the subject is to help students understand the difference between the socialist-style economic development of the country and the country’s adoption of the principles of a market economy in 1978 and its implication on the Korean economy.
LAW Chinese Economic Law
This subject deals with the major contents of the Corporate Contract Law, the Product Quality Law, the Consumer Rights Protection Law, and the Anti-Unfair Competition Law concerning the market order for students who clearly recognize the concept of the Economic Law. Students also study the tax law system concerning the state’s macroprudential control of the market and the securing of state finances, how financial organizations, which were launched under the planned economic system, were reformed in their switch to the market economic system, and the core content of the Finance Law. Other areas include the Corporation Law, the Sole Proprietorships Law, the Partnership Enterprise Law, the Foreign Investment Enterprises Law, ands the Foreign Trade law, which form the foundation of China’s foreign trade policies, and how economic disputes can be coped with.
ARE221 Chinese Modern History
The subject offers a historical overview of the political, economic and cultural relations between Asian countries in addition to the changes in Chinese politics, social and economic trends and improvements in scholastic learning in the post-Ming Dynasty period. Students also study how the Chinese responded to Western civilization in the century-long period after the Opium Wars.

LAW306 Introduction to Chinese Law
This subject outlines the individual laws of China. Students also learn the state power structure, the basic rights of the people, the administrative system and acts of the state, and the basic principles of a socialist centered Civil Law. Concerning the Commercial Law, the lectures focus on the Corporation Law, particularly the Foreign Investment Enterprises Law. As for the Penal Code, the lectures focus on matters Koreans should know when doing business with the Chinese or living in China and the Civil and Civil Proceedings Act in case of disputes. Students also learn about the different types of labor disputes frequently occurring in China and understand the judicial system of the country.

ARE323 Chinese Thought and Art
This subject provides an overview of the religions, philosophies and social issues that originated in China. Students also familiarize themselves with the terms and concepts of Chinese thought and understand the relationship between the Confucian, Buddhist and Tao philosophies and the country’s traditional culture.

ARE321 Chinese Society and Culture
This subject focuses on an understanding of the process of formation of Chinese society in the post-1949 period and the features of the social system and culture of China in the post-1978 period.

ARE322 Chinese Industry and Enterprise
This subject focuses on the industrial policies of China in the period following the adoption of the market economy system, with a focus on the relations between the central government, local governments and businesses. Students also study the trends in the major industries and business activities in addition to the matters foreign businesses should know concerning their investment in China.

ARE421 Seminar on China
In the subject, students undertake regional studies and build their abilities for theme analysis and presentation.

CHI101 Chinese-1
In this introductory course for learners of Chinese, students learn words, basic sentence patterns, Chinese usage, and translation of short sentences.

CHI102 Chinese-2
In this course for students who have completed Chinese-1, students learn short dialogues and the translation of short sentences.

CHI201 Chinese-3

This is an intermediate-level course for students who have completed Chinese-1 and 2.

CHI202 Chinese 4
This is an intermediate-level course for students who have completed Chinese-1, 2 and 3.

ARE201 Introduction to China
The subject helps students acquire a basic knowledge of Chinese politics, economy, society, culture and history. Students are engaged in socio-scientific interpretation of, and discussion about, current affairs.

POL252 Chinese Politics
In connection with the country’s close political and economic relationships with China, this course deals with the changes in China in the period ranging from the establishment of a communist regime up to the present, with a focus on the country’s changes in politics, economy, culture, society and diplomacy over the past decade.
PBA210 Trade Industrial Policy
This subject deals with the basic theories behind the decisions made on trade and industrial policies and their execution, the role and functions of the government in the growth of businesses and economic development, the objectives of trade and industrial policies, the changes in the policies for each stage of economic development, an analysis of inter-country policy cases, the problems concerning jaebeol (or conglomerates), and the changes in policies during this era of globalization.
This subject also helps students to understand the worldwide trend of globalization and regionalism, learn about the country’s relations with other countries and international economic organizations (such as the WTO) in the establishment and execution of trade and industrial policies, and other issues, such as economic integration, and the political implications of trade and the industrial policies taken by the country’s government.

ARE461 Business English
In this subject, students familiarize themselves with the structure of correspondence used in international trade and collaboration or trade diplomacy, while practicing the drawing up of such correspondences.

ARE354 Overseas Field studies
This subject coaches students planning to attend overseas field studies on systematic and effective methods of field studies. Students learn diverse theories and knowledge, including selection of study subjects, basic knowledge about the area selected as the subject of the study, how to collect data in foreign countries, interview skills, and the ethics of field studies.

SOC253 Tourism and Culture
There are sayings such as "Seeing is believing" or "It is better to travel ten thousand miles than to read ten thousand books” that stress the importance of tourism. Tourism is often called a no-smokestack industry and the world’s largest industry. It has secured its place as a very important realm of economic activity and a social phenomenon in modern society.
Amid the trends of globalization, tourism (even overseas tourism) is becoming a very generalized social phenomenon. Agriculture, international conferences, food, medical services, even war or disaster are regarded as tourist attractions. The culture industry has also become an integral part of tourism.
Under such circumstances, those engaged sociologists have recently taken much interest in tourism and are carrying out active research on it. This subject deals with the sociological theories and concepts concerning tourism, such as modernity, identity, genuinity and pilgrimage, etc. Also, the diverse status of tourism throughout the countries of the world is examined, including theme parks, expos, festivals, folk tourism, food, and ecological tourism. Students will have an opportunity to reexamine the country’s tourism industry based on such knowledge.
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
